ALDBOROUGH SURGERY RE: PRESCRIPTIONS

We have experienced some problems with regardoateprescriptions and collection of dispensed

medication. Accordingly, the existing policy haseb changed. The changes listed below will taleceff

from 18 June 2007:

* We must insist on 48 hours notice for repeat pietions (As stated in the Practice Leaflet and on
the Dispensary door.) This does not include wegkem bank holidays.

» Prescriptions for newly registered patients wilt he issued without a new patient check having
taken place and a current repeat medication gip the previous surgery or an accurate record of
past medication. (As stated in the Practice Legbktients cannot be considered as registered with
the practice unless they have had a new patieskahi¢h the Practice Nurse.)

» Repeat prescriptions will no longer be forwardethchemist of the patient’s choice. Insteady the
will be sent to the patient’s home address. Thsae for this is that a number of signed presaoniysti
have gone missing, ie., not arrived at the cheoaisterned. Patients will be required to provide
stamped addressed envelopes for this purposeyifdd not wish to do so they are requested to
collect the prescription directly from the surgery.

* The answerphone will not be available to take ngssautside surgery hours. It is requested that
repeat prescription telephone calls are made bet2&®pm and 4.00pm daily when a designated
member of staff will deal with the request perspnaGeneral queries will be answered at other
times. This is because of the risk of mistakeadpeiade as a result of recorded messages,
eg.,indistinctly pronounced drug names.

* If a patient is requested to attend a medicatigreve by the Doctor and has not attended surgery for
review within a three month period, it will be wiiththe rights of the surgery to withhold the
dispensing of medication until a review has beg¢gnded either with a Doctor or a Nurse.
